Dates: The dates for this 4 week rotation are flexible and arranged on an individual basis. Remember, the summers in Delhi tend to be very hot.

Requirements:
Knowledge of Hindi preferred but not required.
Students need to Submit CV’s.  

DIDACTIC PROGRAM:

The program will run for four weeks and will include:

1- The rehabilitation/ assessment clinic three half-days a week.  The clinic is staffed by a local developmental pediatrician, case worker, and clinical psychologist.  The clinic evaluates the new patients for rehabilitation services and also monitors the progress of current patients.
2- Community outreach two full days a week.  The student will accompany the SAMADHAN outreach workers in the field to evaluate and encourage families to access the early intervention services of SAMADHAN. Typically, 30-35 households are visited and screened per day.  

3- - A chance to conduct a community based survey to address mental health and disabilities issues in the Indian population.  The community survey would be conducted on the outreach days with the SAMADHAN outreach workers.
4- A chance to help organize and participate in the monthly health camps organized by SAMADHAN that address a wide variety of needs: from counseling to well-child check-ups
5- Volunteer in the “Inclusive Preschool” where disabled and non-disabled children learn together, participate in the family self-help groups, and learn the techniques of the therapeutic puppet theaters for the disabled.
CULTURAL PROGRAM

A guided historical tour of the city and the region can be arranged on the weekends with the help of SAMADHAN.
HOUSING ARRANGEMENTS: 

Accommodations are available at the Dwarka center – both double and single rooms--including breakfast and amenities (washing machine, gas, laundry machine, cleaning services); lunch & dinner not included but can be catered in house
Also, separate apartments and hotels near the Center can be arranged with the help of SAMADHAN if required.
TRANSPORTATION:

Transportation from Dwarka center to Dakshinpuri center will be provided. 

Taxis or Autos (3-wheeled taxis are available and are inexpensive (about US $ 5 the average fare). There is also a Metro and other public transportation systems (Buses) but with limited frequency. 

IMMUNIZATION/ TRAVEL PRECAUTIONS:  See CDC’s website recommendations for travel to India www.cdc.gov about immunizations and travel precautions.  Ensure good handwashing and general food/ diarrhea precautions.
PASSPORTS AND VISAS:  A Valid Passport is required. Visas are required for US Citizens

DRESS CODES AND CLINICAL “ETIQUETTE”:  as per the current codes at UMDNJ-RWJMS.  Professional conduct required. Dress as per the weather/ season.
OTHER PRACTICAL ISSUES:


Weather:   Summer temperatures in Delhi can be scorching upto 120 degrees Farenheit. 
Monsoon rains can be very strong.


Cellular telephones: Some US cell phones can be taken to India but tend to be very 

expensive. STD booths in the markets can be a cheaper alternative to call from India to 
the US. Local phones can be used at SAMADHAN.

Health Insurance: Enquire with your current health insurance carrier in regards to health 
benefits abroad.  Otherwise, health care in India will be private pay.  
BUDGET
The Estimated Costs (daily and total) of the Program Are:  
--Food: About $10 USD (Total 300 USD) 

--Transportation: About $ 10 USD (Total 300 USD)
--Housing: $30 per day at SAMADHAN (approx $900) (At other locations, price will vary)
--Airfare:  Approx $1500 USD (There is a non-stop flight from Newark or JFK to Delhi)
