SUMMER GLOBAL HEALTH ROTATION FOR FIRST YEAR MEDICAL STUDENTS.

CES MEDICAL SCHOOL, MEDELLIN, COLOMBIA—Summer of 2015
Dates: The didactic program will start around June 1st and run through June 30th

Requirements:
Intermediate Spanish.
Students need to Submit CV’s. 

RWJMS will send an official letter. 

CES will send letters of approval/invitation

DIDACTIC PROGRAM:

The program will run for four weeks and will include:

1- Lectures on “Public Health” and the Colombian Health Care System. Students can also attend some of the lectures for CES students. 

2- Clinical Rotations at Medellin General Hospital or other CES-affiliated clinical venues. These may include experiences in Pediatrics, Emergency Medicine, Obstetrics and Gynecology and Internal Medicine. Each of this will be supervised by a CES faculty member, and these will be provided primarily for our students. Each rotation will run for half a day each week (either mornings or afternoons, alternating between two services at the hospital).  

3- Rotation through a community/rural clinic with particular emphasis on infectious diseases.

4- A total of 40 hours of tutoring in Medical Spanish, distributed over the four weeks of the program (about 2 hours each session). 

CULTURAL PROGRAM

A guided historical and anthropological tour of the city and the region will be offered during the last week of the program. This will be led by an anthropologist connected to CES Medical School. 

HOUSING ARRANGEMENTS: 

1-We have a list of families, each willing to house one of our students. Some of these families are those of students attending the same university (CES) and we will try to “pair” each one of our students with a CES student.

2-Also, apartments and hotels near the medical school are available at a reasonable cost, and the CES medical school can help make the arrangements. 
TRANSPORTATION:

Transportation to and from the airport will be provided. 

Taxis are inexpensive (about US $ 5 the average fare). There is also a Metro and other public transportation systems (Buses).

PASSPORTS AND VISAS:  A Valid Passport is required. Visas are not needed for US Citizens

DRESS CODES AND CLINICAL “ETIQUETTE”:  See attached document (In Spanish provided by CES Medical School) 
OTHER PRACTICAL ISSUES:

Weather: Medellin has a stable “spring-like” climate, with rainy seasons alternating during the year.
Cellular telephones: Cellular telephones or phone cards can be obtained locally at reasonable prices.
BUDGET*
The Estimated Costs (daily and total) of the Program Are:  
--Food: About $20 USD (Total 600 USD) 

--Transportation: About $ 10 USD (Total 300 USD)
--Housing: 
   a-$ 500 total per student when staying with families. 

   b-Shared Apartments will cost about USD $30 a day per student (when three students share it). 
   c-Hotel Rooms will cost about US $ 80 daily per room ($ 45 USD or so if 2 students share  

   the room).

--Airfare: $ 750 USD or less  (There is a non-stop AVIANCA flight between JFK and Medellin).
--Medical Spanish Tutoring = about $ 25 per hour for each group of five students (about 

   $ 150 total per student).
